LEAGUE RULES

1. Matches to be played under E.P.A. rules.

      With the additional amendments; - No talking is allowed between doubles partners once the balls have stopped moving at the end of their opponents visit. The oncoming player must immediately move to the table and commence their visit. The referees’ decision, in all matters is final. With the exception of Premier division, this will play to EPA World 8 Ball rules. The one minute timing rule will be in force so it is the responsibility of all teams playing world rules to provide a stopwatch. 

2    Match format 6[six] singles – 3 [three] doubles. All matches are to be played at the home team venue, if for any reason it cannot be played there the League must be notified of the change of venue and the reason, under no circumstance can a League match be played at a non League venue.  

3. Start time for all league matches is 8pm teams arriving after 8:30pm will forfeit 1 frame for every 10 minutes [or part thereof] that they are late, unless suitable warning is notified to the opposing team. Please telephone your opponents if you are unable to field a team as early as possible. 24-hrs notice should be given to postpone a match unless agreed by both captains. Any match postponed must be played before the last match in that half of the League. I.e.: - match 1 to 8 before match 9; match 10 to 17 before match 18. Any match not completed on the night must be completed the next night using only the players that were available on the original start night Any team failing to fulfil 2 [two] fixtures including KO matches will be excluded from the league.

4. Players must be signed on before 29th September 2009. Players signing on after this date must do so in writing on the correct form at least 24 hours before playing in any league match. Any team playing an unregistered player will be deducted 1[one] frame for each offence these frames will be awarded to the opposing team. [This could result in the result of the match being reversed].

5. Players wishing to transfer between teams may only do so up until the last match of the first half of the league 8th DECEMBER 2009, the transfer must be in writing to the Fixture Secretary at least 24 hours before playing. The letter of transfer must contain both captains and the players’ signatures. Any player transferred will not be allowed to play for their new team in any KO cup matches if they have already played in the cup for the original team. NO NEW SIGNINGS will be allowed after 15th February 2010
6. Should any team not have 6 players present when order of play is determined this fact must be communicated to the opposing captain. Any player not there at this time must play if named in the latter positions. I.e.; - 1 player not present must play at number 6 in the singles, 2 players not there 5&6.

7. Correctly the Fixture Secretary should receive completed result cards, no later than Saturday following the match, any team found to be consistently late in returning cards will be penalised by the committee. Players full name must be printed no first names only or nicknames; these will be treated as unregistered players. In the event of two players having the same initials please identify clearly. NO RESULT CARDS NO POINTS. It is the responsibility of the winning captain to post the card.

8. Any disputes must be notified to the Fixture Secretary within 24Hrs of the match.
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
